1. Inspector agrees to perform a visual inspection of the home/building and to provide Client with a written inspection report identifying the defects that
Inspector both observed and deemed material. The parties specifically agree that components which are not visually accessible are not within the scope
of the contemplated inspection. A home inspection may not find every possible defect. Inspector may offer comments as a courtesy, but those
comments will not comprise the bargained-for report. The contemplated inspection, and any resultant report, is only supplementary to the Real Estate
Condition Report, which is required by law to be provided by the seller.

2. Unless otherwise inconsistent with this Agreement or not possible, Inspector agrees to perform the inspection in accordance to the current Standards of
Practice, posted at http://docs.legis.wisconsin.gov/code/admin_code/sps/professional_services/131/131/1V/31. Client understands that these standards
contain certain limitations, exceptions, and exclusions.

3. The inspection and report are performed and prepared for the use of Client, who gives Inspector permission to discuss observations with real estate agents,
owners, repair-persons, and other interested parties. Inspector accepts no responsibility for use or misinterpretation by third parties. Inspector’s inspection of the property and
the accompanying report are in no way intended to be a guarantee or warranty, express or implied, regarding the future use, operability, habitability or suitability of the
home/building or its components. Any and all warranties, express or implied, including warranties of merchantability and fitness for a particular purpose,
are expressly excluded by this Agreement.

4. Client agrees to hold any and all real estate agents or any referee involved in the purchase of the property to be inspected harmless and keep them
exonerated from all loss, damage, liability or expense occasioned or claimed by reasons of acts or neglects of the Inspector or his employees or visitors
or of independent contractors engaged or paid by Inspector for the purpose of inspecting the subject home.

5. The parties specifically agree that the contemplated inspection is a "generalist” inspection only; it is not intended to be a "specialist” inspection nor a
"code compliance" inspection. The following components, if present in the building to be inspected, will not be evaluated, regardless of their visual
accessibility: chimney flues, interior of furnace heat exchangers and air-conditioning coils; subterranean or concealed ducts, pipes, conduits, and those within walls,
floors, or ceilings; the slab beneath carpets, waterproof membranes beneath roofs, balconies or shower pans; surfaces and components concealed by furnishings;

private water supply systems, water softeners, water circulating devices, water filtration or purification devices; automatic sprinklers; hermetic seals of dual-glazed
windows, skylights, solar systems; fire- sprinkler systems; shut-off valves that are not in daily use; elevators, dumbwaiters, funiculars or similar mechanical means of
transport; saunas, steam showers, humidifiers, electronic air cleaners, in-line duct-motors or dampers; washers and dryers, their valves and drain pipes; condensate pumps;

Client further agrees that Client’s agents, or independent contractors will make no alterations, repairs,
or replacements to the claimed discrepancy prior to the reinspection by the Inspector and/or assigns. Client agrees to hold the Inspector harmless for
any claims relating to conditions that are altered or repaired without said notice and inspection. No Disparagement of Inspector. Subject to exception
below, Client will not disparage or denigrate Inspector or Inspector’s Representatives. Exception for Compelled Truthful Statements. Client may make
truthful statements about Inspector or its Representatives, if compelled by court Order, Legal Proceeding, or otherwise required by Law, without
violating the non-disparagement requirements under this section.

7. Inspector assumes no liability for the cost of repair or replacement of unreported defects or deficiencies either current or arising in future. Client
acknowledges that the liability of Inspector, its agents, and employees, for claims or damages, costs of defense or suit, attorneys' fees and expenses, and payments arising out
of or related to the Inspector’s negligence or breach of any obligation under this Agreement, including errors and omissions in the inspection or the report, shall be limited
to liquidated damages in an amount equal to the fee paid to the Inspector, and this liability shall be exclusive. Client waives any claim for consequential, exemplary,
special or incidental damages or for the loss of the use of the home/building, even if the Client has been advised of the possibility of such damages. The parties
acknowledge that the liquidated damages are not intended as a penalty but are intended (i) to reflect the fact that actual damages may be difficult and impractical to
ascertain; (ii) to allocate risk among the Inspector and Client; and (iii) to enable the Inspector to perform the inspection at the stated fee.

8. If a dispute arises out of or relates to this contract, or breach thereof, and if said dispute cannot be settled through direct discussions, the parties agree to
first endeavor to settle the dispute in an amicable manner by mediation administered by the Dispute Resolution Center of the Better Business Bureau of
Wisconsin (DRC/BBB). Mediation will be conducted under the Better Business Bureau Rules of Mediation. If the dispute remains unresolved after
mediation, the dispute will be submitted to binding arbitration under the Better Business Bureau of Wisconsin Rules of Arbitration. The parties agree that
any litigation arising out of this Agreement shall be filed only in the Court having jurisdiction in the County in which Inspector has its principal place of
business.

All prior communications are merged into this Agreement, and there are no terms or conditions other than those set forth
herein. No statement or promise of Inspector or its agents or employees shall be binding unless reduced to writing and signed by Inspector. No change or
modification shall be enforceable against any party unless such change or modification is in writing and signed by the parties. This Agreement shall be binding upon
and enforceable by the parties and their heirs, executors, administrators, successors, and assignees. Client shall have no cause of action against Inspector
after one year from the date of the inspection.

10. Payment of the fee to Inspector (less any deposit noted above) is due upon completion of the on-site inspection. Client agrees to pay any legal and time
expenses incurred in collecting due payments, including attorneys' fees, if any. If Client is a corporation, LLC, or similar entity, the person signing this Agreement on behalf
of such entity does personally guarantee payment of the fee by the entity. A $50 processing fee will be charged for checks returned by the bank for non-sufficient funds
(NSF checks). Payment is required before the inspection report is released. A 1% per month (12% per year) late payment fee will be assessed on any unpaid balance
remaining after 10 days per Section 138.05(3), Wis.
